Today, rejoicing in this tradition, and welcoming the opportunities of the years to come, we ask N to commit him/herself anew to this calling. 

Therefore, let the declaration be made and subscribed and the oaths taken according to law. 
Declaration of Assent

The Archdeacon or the Area Dean reads

The Church of England is part of the one, holy, catholic and apostolic Church worshipping the one true God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  It professes the faith uniquely revealed in the Holy Scriptures and set forth in the catholic creeds, which faith the Church is called upon to proclaim afresh in each generation.  Led by the Holy Spirit, it has borne witness to Christian truth in its historic formularies, the Thirty-nine Articles of Religion, the Book of Common Prayer, and the ordering of Bishops, Priests, and Deacons.  In the declaration you are about to make will you affirm your loyalty to this inheritance of faith as your inspiration and guidance under God in bringing the grace and truth of Christ to this generation and making him known to those in your care? 
Minister
I, NN, do so affirm, and accordingly declare my belief in the faith which is revealed in the Holy Scriptures and set forth in the catholic creeds and to which the historic formularies of the Church of England bear witness; and in public prayer and administration of the sacraments I will use only the forms of service which are authorised or allowed by Canon. 
The Minister-designate turns to face the congregation.

The Oath of Allegiance


I NN, do swear that I will be faithful and bear true allegiance to Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth the Second, her heirs and successors, according to law.  So help me God. 
The Minister-designate faces the Bishop.

The Oath of Canonical Obedience


I, NN, do swear by almighty God that I will pay true and canonical obedience to the Lord Bishop of Durham, and his successors, in all things lawful and honest.  So help me God. 
The Minister-designate then signs the oaths and declaration.

Bishop
As we prepare to institute (or license) N to this ministry, let us pray that the Holy Spirit will empower him/her and all of us in the service and love of God.

Silence is kept.

The Institution or Licensing

The Bishop sits and the Minister-designate continues to kneel. The Bishop reads the Deed of Institution or the Licence and then hands it to the Minister-designate and says

The Induction (The Induction is omitted at a Licensing;  in which case, the service continues with the Installation)
Remain standing

Archdeacon, I now require and authorise you to induct NN into the real and actual possession of the Church and benefice, and to support N in it. 

A procession of Archdeacon, Churchwardens, and Incumbent moves to the church door. The congregation faces the church door.
Archd’n
By the authority of the Bishop, I N, Archdeacon of N, induct you, N, into the real and actual possession of the Parish Church of N with all the rights and responsibilities belonging to it. 
The Archdeacon lays the hand of the Incumbent on the door handle

A Churchwarden says,


N, receive these keys, and let the doors of this place be open to all people: and may the Lord preserve your going out and your coming in as you share with us in ministry in this place.  
The Incumbent rings the church bell to signify his acceptance of pastoral care of the people of the parish

The procession returns to the front of the nave.
The Installation

Where appropriate, the Archdeacon places the newly Instituted or Licensed  parish priest in his/her seat.
Archd’n
I place you, N, in the seat that belongs to the priest of this parish.  May the Lord bless you and keep you and make his face to shine upon you. 
The Prayers 

The newly Instituted or Licensed priest, with one or more members of the congregation, leads the Intercession.

Minister
In the power of the Spirit, and in union with Christ, let us pray to the Father. 
Kneel
The prayers conclude with the Lord’s Prayer.

The Intercession

The rubrics direct that the Prayers of Intercession should be led by the newly-appointed Minister, with one or more members of the congregation.  It is desirable that the prayers should be carefully planned and prepared, taking account of the seasons of the Christian Year and the setting of the local congregation(s).

As well as prayer for the world and nation, the Intercession should normally include prayer for

· the Bishop and Diocese

· the Deanery

· the new priest (and his/her family)

· the local community and prominent institutions therein (e.g. hospitals, hospices, schools, youth centres, prisons, places of employment, civic leaders etc.)

Suitable forms of prayer may be found in

· Common Worship: Main Volume pp. 281-287
· Common Worship: Festivals (Ministry Section) p. 359, 360
· Common Worship: Ordination Services p. 40-42:  the section ‘For N and N, called to be priests….’ should be adapted to: ‘For N, called to be Rector etc.. of this parish, let us pray to the Lord..’ 
· New Patterns for Worship, section F
Or, in seasonal time:    
· Common Worship: Times and Seasons
· Common Worship: Festivals
· New Patterns for Worship
The Holy Communion
Where the service is combined with a celebration of the Holy Communion, the following notes apply:
· Prayers of Penitence from Holy Communion Order 1 or Common Worship: Festivals (Ministry Section) are used before the Collect
· Gloria in excelsis may be said or sung after the Prayers of Penitence
· a Gospel Reading must be used
· The Prayers of Intercession are followed by the Welcome and Peace, and the Liturgy of the Sacrament.  Suitable Propers may be found in Common Worship: Festivals, pp. 359-362
· The Commission follows immediately after the distribution of Communion. 

Notes on Choreography

Details of choreography are to be worked out by the Area Dean at the rehearsal, giving regard to the appointment of the church building and its furnishings.  The following are guidelines.  

Preparations
· the Bishop’s chair should be placed in a prominent central position (chancel step or equivalent) 

· a seat beside or near the Bishop for the Bishop’s Chaplain
· reserved seating for the Archdeacon, Area Dean, Deanery Clergy and Readers, Diocesan and visiting Clergy and Readers, Ecumenical guests, the Minister-Designate and Patron or presenting Minister (normally at the head of the nave), civic leaders and other community representatives, the family and invited guests of the Minister-designate
· a suitable table with ink pen in a suitable position for the signing of the legal instrument
· a Bible for the oaths
· kneelers (if necessary) for the Bishop, Bishop’s Chaplain and Minister-designate for the Hymn of Invocation, etc
· lectern Bible marked up for readings
· designated places for robing
· church keys with a churchwarden (if there is an induction). 

The Service

· the Area Dean gives out any announcements before the service, and announces the first hymn

· all proceed to their places; the Minister-designate and Patron or Presenting Minister sit with the Minister-designate’s immediate family at the head of the nave
· the Bishop leads the Gathering including some informal words of welcome and introduction after the Greeting
· the Minister-Designate and Patron or Presenting Minister stand before the Bishop after the introduction
· all sit after the Collect
· lesson readers are designated by the Area Dean
· after the Sermon, the Minister-Designate stands before the Bishop. The Archdeacon stands in a suitable place to read the Preface. A Bible is handed to the Minister-designate after the Declaration for the Oaths
· the Archdeacon and Minister- designate go to the table for the signing
· the Archdeacon holds the legal instrument
· the Bishop calls the assembly to prayer.  The Bishop kneels at his chair (facing east where appropriate).  The Minister-designate kneels (at the chancel step or equivalent). The hymn of invocation is sung and the Bishop prays the prayer Almighty and loving Father
· the Archdeacon hands the Bishop the legal instrument; the Bishop reads it and gives it to the new Minister with the words N, receive the cure of souls etc. 

· the Bishop blesses the new Minister
·  [at an induction, the Bishop directs the archdeacon to proceed with the induction.  The Churchwardens come to meet the Incumbent. The procession moves to the principal door: 

Churchwardens

Incumbent

Archdeacon

the Archdeacon lays the Incumbent’s hand on the handle of the principal door
a churchwarden presents the Incumbent with the keys to the Church
the procession (same order) moves to the bell (where appropriate)] 
· where appropriate, the new Minister is placed by the Archdeacon in her/his seat
· the new Minister calls the assembly to prayer.  The Intercessions are led by the Minster and members of the Parish
· the Area Dean presides over the welcome, calling forward representatives of Church and community
· during the final hymn, a collection is taken
· at the end of the hymn, the new Minister and other authorised ministers (clergy, Readers, etc – details to be worked out in the local context) and the Churchwardens stand before the Bishop. 

· the Bishop leads the Commission
· the new Minister reads the dismissal Gospel facing the congregation; other ministers standing with him/her face inwards
· the Minister (and others) turn to face the Bishop as the Commission continues
· the Bishop gives the Blessing
· the new Minister dismisses the assembly
·  the procession leaves the church (same order as entry) except that the new Minister walks out with the Bishop.
